Introduction

Information We Collect About You and How We Collect It




We collect several types of information from and about users of our Website, including
information:

e By which you may be personally identified, such as name, postal address, e-mail address,
telephone number, or any other identifier by which you may be contacted online or
offline ("personal information™);

We collect this information:

(collectively, "User Contributions™). Your User Contributions are posted on and transmitted to
others at your own risk. Although [we limit access to certain pages][you may set certain privacy
settings for such information by logging into your account profile], please be aware that no
security measures are perfect or impenetrable.

Information We Collect Through Automatic Data Collection Technologies.

As you navigate through and interact with our Website, we may use automatic data
collection technologies to collect certain information about your equipment, browsing actions,
and patterns, including:

e Information about your computer and internet connection, including your IP address,
operating system, and browser type.



The information we collect automatically is only statistical data and does not include

The technologies we use for this automatic data collection may include:

Cookies (or browser cookies). A cookie is a small file placed on the hard drive of your
computer. You may refuse to accept browser cookies by activating the appropriate setting
on your browser. However, if you select this setting you may be unable to access certain
parts of our Website. Unless you have adjusted your browser setting so that it will refuse
cookies, our system will issue cookies when you direct your browser to our Website.

Flash Cookies. Certain features of our Website may use local stored objects (or Flash
cookies) to collect and store information about your preferences and navigation to, from,
and on our Website.

We do not collect personal information automatically, but we may tie this information to

To a buyer or other successor in the event of a merger, divestiture, restructuring,
reorganization, dissolution, or other sale or transfer of some or all of Clarity Innovations
LLC's assets, whether as a going concern or as part of bankruptcy, liquidation, or similar
proceeding, in which personal information held by Clarity Innovations LLC about our
Website users is among the assets transferred.
